He healed the sick and ate and drank with outcasts 

and sinners; he opened the eyes of the blind and 

proclaimed the good news of your kingdom to the 

poor and to those in need. 

In all things he fulfilled your gracious will. 

On the night he freely gave himself to death, our 

Lord Jesus Christ took bread, and when he had 

given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his 

disciples, and said, “Take, eat: this is my body 

which is given for you.
